Dutch and Flemish artists excelled in creating exquisite, small paintings. 17th Century patrons of the arts

were not primarily princes or church leaders, but private citizens who had prospered from business and
international trade. Because their residences were modest in comparison to palaces and churches,
these collectors offered artists few opportunities for grand, decorative commissions. Instead, they
preferred works of art that were appropriately sized for a "collector’s cabinet" or kunstkamer.
This term originally designated a kind of furniture for housing small & precious objects, but
eventually referred to an intimately scaled room for displaying a private collection.

instruments; and prints, drawings, and rare books. There will also be exotic shells and coral of the type
brought back by Dutch traders from the South Pacific and the West Indies.
